Dear Members:

As President and representative of the Officers and Trustees of the Christopher
Columbus Club, it is my obligation to inform you of very important developments
concerning our building.

We must now request a contribution of $40.00 per member (regular, general and
social) as it has become necessary to install a fire alarm system throughout the entire
building. By adhering to the new fire laws pertaining to private clubs, we will be able
to continue our daily functions and hall rentals maintaining Club revenues. To date,
we have received estimates of $19,000 to $22,500. If we do not comply with this
mandatory regulation, we will be forced to curtail or cease any and all use of the
function hall substantially reducing revenues needed to maintain our daily activities.

In the past year, the Society has contributed in excess of $30,000 for the long
overdue roof and improved air conditioning system and is not financially able to pay
for this mandated expense.

The installation deadline will come quickly and we would greatly appreciate receiving
these funds by the end of 2006.

As always, your attendance at our regular monthly meetings is encouraged and your
input can lead us into a successful 2007 and beyond.
